The Advantages of Making a Donation by Gift Aid

To make a donation by Gift Aid please sign the Gift Aid declaration on the Donation Form.  To be able to make your donation by Gift Aid you must pay an amount of UK tax at least equal to the tax that the Foundation reclaims on your donation in each tax year.  With the 50% tax rate for higher earners introduced from April 2010 donations from these individuals can be very cost effective as shown below:-

Example for a Standard Rate (20%) Tax Payer

A donor makes a gift of £1,000.  The Foundation claims Gift Aid on this and receives £250 from the Government making the Gift worth £1,250 to the Foundation:

 So, a gift of £1,000 is multiplied by [image: image2.png]100
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 and the Foundation receives £1,250.

Example for a Higher Rate (40%) Tax Payer 

A donor makes a gift of £1,000.  As shown above the Foundation currently receives £250 from the government making the gift worth £1,250 to the Foundation.

However, a higher rate tax payer can reclaim the difference between the higher tax rate and the basic tax rate (40% - 20% = 20%) on the gross value of the gift when making their tax assessment:

So, a gift of £1,000 plus £250 Gift Aid is multiplied by [image: image4.png](40-20)
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 and the donor receives £250 back.

Thus it will only cost the donor £750 to make a donation that is worth £1,250 to the Foundation.

Example for a Higher Rate (50%) Tax Payer 

A donor makes a gift of £1,000.  As shown above the Foundation currently receives £250 from the government making the gift worth £1,250 to the Foundation.

However, a higher rate tax payer can reclaim the difference between the higher tax rate and the basic tax rate (50% - 20% = 30%) on the gross value of the gift when making their tax assessment:

So, a gift of £1,000 plus £250 Gift Aid is multiplied by [image: image6.png](50-20)
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 and the donor receives £375 back.

Thus it will only cost a donor £625 to make a donation that is worth £1,250 a value which is double the cost to the donor!
